Next time in Dublin you might look up the Kings Co. Records.  With regard to the marriage on my return from (London?)  to Castle Ellis a few years ago at your request I made a search of all the marriage registers of the different parishes in Kerry & Co Limerick without success.

One of the officials at Charlemont House took a good deal of trouble in the quest and at the end said the ceremony might have taken place in a dissenting chapel when  of course it would be un noticed in Church documents.  That is probable as so long ago as 100 or 120 years – I do not know the dates – people were careless in those matters, as for example Geo. Lindsay was married to Miss Moore by a RC Priest to save her property and as if in defiance of her brother who for selfish motives was averse to her marriage with anyone.  That would account for Earl Mountcashel writing to you that he had no record of such a marriage.

Then again  John Peare of Kilmallock was married to your great Aunt by a suspended i.e. degraded RC Priest.

I still believe Joe the 1st was either son or grandson to the man born at sea, coming over with Leslie, it is natural that under the distressing circumstance of the drowning of the parent and the wife dying from fright and  premature birth of a child Leslie and all on board would have compassion on the babe, that Leslie would feel himself bound to adopt him and when a man would give him land.  This is all surmise but  is not improbable.  I feel certain the old lady from the neighbourhood who used   fill my infant mind with tales of my great Kerry relatives  - these are greatly corroborated by your Enraght researches for instance one of your correspondents said that the Muckross estate belonged to the Enraghts but that it was forfeited by him or they taking part in the rebellion against Queen Elizabeth.  

I saw when sending you the Tarbert extract last week that many Kerry  families had their properties
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
