Mr Lindsay

Sir I have found out the truth about the old man Lindsay you wanted to know his whereabouts when he came to Tarbert. I have found out all about him. I had a long conversation with James McConliff (TEL says McAuliffe) he told me the old man his Lindsay was turned out of his place in County Limerick he came to Tarbert he got to be Bridewell Keeper.  He never was agent to the Tarbert Estate or no other man there never was an agent on the estate but one that was a Tralee gentleman the name of Gerard O'Connor. A real gentleman it was to him I always paid rent. he died. So after all your enquiries you have found it now on the quiet Also I asked him was it Joe sold the house in Tarbert no it was Fletcher (TEL says Pritchard) sold it he was married to the third daughter of old Lindsay he lived in Liverpool.  Also when George Lindsay was dying he left 10s to Tom McAuliffe’s mother and 10s to Frank Kelly her brother the money was not forthcoming until the house was sold so Fletcher (Pritchard) came and paid the money and sold the house.  I knew of Fletcher (Pritchard) very well then about the plate he said whatever Letitia Hasset had or had not there was not one particle of them when she was dead and Annie Woods did not sell one bit of them also about Annie Gordon She did go to France with the Lady she met some hard knocks and she died as soon as I see my son I will drop you a few lines concerning the other affair when you go home.
