I must apologise for not writing you before this in answer to your letter enclosing Cash for which sister is very much obliged.  I drove over to Ballylongford had an interview with Enright. We went up to grave yard.  I remember well attending old Mrs Wm Lindsay funeral with her son Joe who had her grave dug where I have marked C and some parties named Twyford jumped into the grave and claimed the ground as theirs and would not allow her to be buried there so Joe had to hake a new grave near the wall and north side marked D, Canon Leet of Dublin was the officiating clergyman.

When in this part of Ireland again will be glad to see you.
